Then there’s a fast and bending descent followed by the 
southern forest trail leading back to the fi nish in Techendorf.
Hint: The challenge for amateur cross-country skiers.

Description: From the trail centre about 1 km towards west. At the 
turnoff  towards south up the ascent to the southern forest trail. Then 
towards east along the trail to the descent to Schattenwiesen. Another 
challenging ascent to Mittagsgraben gorge and then downhill to the 
fi nish.
Hint: The ideal lap for all amateur skiers, classic or skating style and for 
all diffi  culty levels.

Description: Start from the meadow beneath the parking lot in Naggl. 
After the start slightly downhill to the shore. Then along the southern 
shore to Paterzipf. After a short and easy ascent to Bodenalmstraße back 
to the start in Naggl.
